The Evolution Flush casement window is a
faithful reproduction of a joinery made period
timber casement window, typically found in
properties built from the late Victorian period
to the 1950’s.

These windows maintain the traditional flush
external appearance and equal sight lines of
the original timber frames, but have modern
high security locks and industry leading,
energy saving, double glazed units.

The original windows on this Edwardian
property were draughty and in need

of regular repair and repainting. The
homeowner wanted to improve the insulation
and reduce the maintenance, but did not want to compromise on
the appearance of the windows, which were distinctive in style and
integral to the character of the house.

Following much research and considering timber replacements,
the Evolution Flush windows were selected in a design and colour
to authentically replicate the old windows. The installation was
successfully completed by P&P and drew praise from a neighbour,
who commented they had not realised the original windows had
been replaced as they matched the originals so well.

The result is an installation that has brought modern standards of

insulation and security to a period property, without compromising the character or charm - and with

the bonus of no more painting.

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With increasing insulation performance in our windows and the growth of triple
glazing, it is now not unusual in certain weather conditions to notice the appearance of
condensation on the outside pane of glass.

It is inevitable for a period between autumn and spring that ultra-efficient double or triple
glazed windows can sometimes fog over on the outside in the morning. This does not

generally last for long, and inevitably disappears once the sun rises, or the wind changes.

This external condensation is not a fault, but the signature of a well-insulated, energy
efficient window; whereas in conventional sealed units, the heat loss through the glass
actually warms up the outer pane, which means that condensation never forms.

The issue becomes more distorted where micro-climates cause some windows in a
building to be affected, whilst others stay clear. Homeowners may assume that some of
the windows have failed, whereas in reality, all of the windows are working equally. The
condensation is a sign that the windows are saving money and helping to keep energy
bills at bay.
